
MINUTES OF THE ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT COMMISSION
January 20, 2016

The meeting of the Libertyville Economic Development Commis sion was called to order at  7:3 3   
a.m. at the Libertyville Village Hall, 118 W Cook Ave, Libertyville, Illinois.

NEW BUSINESS:

Minutes:   The Commission approved the minutes of the  November  meeting  (motion by Kreuser, 
second by Bockwinkel).

Future Meeting Locations:   The Commission  reviewed the  upcoming  meeting s  scheduled at 
VW Credit in February and Lake County DOT for April, and expressed interest in meeting at a 
car dealership later in the year.

Review   of  Major  Employer &  Top  Sales Tax  Producer  Lists :     Chairman  Cortesi  noted that there 
were a few surprises in the list staff provided  in the packet.   The Commissioners speculated 
where a few of the other local businesses might fall on the larger tax producer list.  Based on the 
high  employment count at  the  ComEd site, the Commission requested a future meeting with their 
executives.  

The Commissioner’s also discussed location of residence of the customer base for local 
businesses and inquired if perhaps some of the larger local businesses might be willing to 
provide  credit card zip code data . Staff agreed to contact several businesses to see if they would 
share this data.  

A further discussion followed about the customer traffic resulting from Metra users.   It was  
suggested that advertising at the train platform about the large number of restaurants within a ½ 
mile walking distance might be valuable.  The  Commission  requested  copy of the  data on train 
commuters which was collected as part of the TOD process.

COMMUNICATIONS AND DISCUSSIONS:

Mr. Spoden provided update on the Transit Oriented Development (TOD) Plan and indicated that 
a meeting of the  Committee is scheduled the following week at which the consultants will review 
the initial findings and conditions.
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Mr. Spoden and Ms. Rowe th en provided additional development updates,   specifically   reviewing 
the Church Street Parking Structure bid process, applications received to re-open the gas station 
at the southeast corner of Milwaukee & Peterson, BridgePoint94 tenant announcements, BCI 
Acrylic  Bathfitters  relocation to Libertyville, and the withdrawal of application by Jack Straws 
for the former Slott’s Hots site.

Chairman Cortesi asked that the Economic Development Strategy be re-reviewed by the 
commission given the amount of recent development activity and property transfers.

With no further business to be discussed, the meeting was adjourned at 8:27 a.m.
